"appeal tribunal" or "the appeal tribunal" is used in this title the
same refers to an appeal tribunal established under the provisions of
this section. Notice of any appeal or petition for hearing taken to an
appeal tribunal in any proceeding under this title may be filed with
such agency as the commissioner may by regulation prescribe.
