RCW 70A.384.903 Transfer of site use permit program from the
department of ecology to the department of health. (1) The site use
permit program is transferred from the department of ecology to the
department of health.

(2) (a) All reports, documents, surveys, books, records, files,
papers, or written material in the possession of the department of
ecology site use permit program shall be delivered to the custody of
the department of health. All funds, credits, or other assets held by
the department of ecology site use permit program shall be assigned to
the department of health.

(b) Any appropriations made to the department of ecology for the
site use permit program shall be transferred and credited to the
department of health.

(3) All rules of the department of ecology site use permit
program shall be continued and acted upon by the department of health
until new rules are adopted under RCW 70A.388.060. All permit
applications and pending business before the department of ecology
site use permit program shall be continued and acted upon by the
department of health. All existing contracts and obligations shall
remain in full force and shall be performed by the department of
health.

(4) The transfer of the powers, duties, functions, and personnel
of the department of ecology site use permit program to the department
of health under chapter 19, Laws of 2012 shall not affect the validity
of any activity performed before July 1, 2012. [2020 ¢ 20 § 1063;
