
RCW 48.30.210  Misrepresentation in application for insurance.  A 
person who knowingly makes a false or misleading statement or 
impersonation, or who willfully fails to reveal a material fact, in or 
relative to an application for insurance to an insurer, is guilty of a 
gross misdemeanor, and the license of any such person may be revoked.
