
WAC 173-308-060  Biosolids not classified as solid waste.  (1) 
The state of Washington recognizes biosolids as a valuable commodity.

(2) Biosolids are not solid waste and are not subject to regula-
tion under solid waste laws.

(3) Sewage sludge or septage that fails to meet standards for 
classification as biosolids is a solid waste, and may not be applied 
to the land.

(4) Sewage sludge or septage that will be disposed in a landfill 
is a solid waste.
