
WAC 137-60-090  Furlough of person confined in state correctional 
institution—Application for furlough.  (1) An application for fur-
lough must be made on forms prescribed by the secretary, must include 
a furlough plan, and must be submitted by the inmate to his or her 
counselor.

(2) An application for furlough, other than an emergency fur-
lough, must be made at least seven weeks prior to the date of the fur-
lough.

(3) Any inmate whose furlough application has been rejected may 
reapply after such period of time has elapsed as was determined by the 
superintendent, work/training release supervisor, or chief, classifi-
cation and treatment, at the time of rejection, such time period being 
subject to modification by the persons listed in this section.

(4) A furlough plan shall specify in detail the purpose of the 
furlough and how it is to be achieved, the address at which the appli-
cant would reside, the names of all persons residing at such address 
and the relationships of such persons to the applicant.
