
WAC 162-12-150  Required inquiries.  An employer or employment 
agency may ask applicants about protected status to the extent that 
the employer is required to do so by the Washington state or the Uni-
ted States government or a federal or state court decree. When the ap-
plicant data are required by the court or government, the information 
shall be acquired by means other than inquiry to the applicants, un-
less the court or government expressly requires the inquiries or un-
less the inquiries are made in conformity with WAC 162-12-160 and 
162-12-170.
