
WAC 260-13-505  Definitions.  The definitions in this section ap-
ply throughout this chapter unless the context requires otherwise.

(1) Class A license is a license to own and operate a horse rac-
ing facility where parimutuel wagering is conducted. A Class A license 
is granted to the licensee who has complete control over all aspects 
of ownership and operation of the horse racing facility.

(2) Class B license is a license to operate a horse racing fa-
cility where parimutuel wagering is conducted. A Class B license is 
granted to a licensee who has complete control over all aspects of op-
erating the horse racing facility but does not retain ownership of the 
facility.

(3) Class C license is a license to operate a nonprofit horse 
racing facility where parimutuel wagering is conducted. A Class C li-
cense is granted to the licensee who has complete control over all as-
pects of operating a nonprofit horse racing facility.
