
WAC 284-43-5920  Health plan rescission.  A health plan cannot be 
rescinded by an issuer during the coverage period, except for an en-
rollee who has performed an act or practice that constitutes fraud or 
makes an intentional misrepresentation of a material fact as prohibi-
ted by the terms of the plan or coverage. If the plan is rescinded, 
the issuer must refund to the enrollee all payments made by or on be-
half of the enrollee for the health plan coverage.
