WAC 296-19A-470 What is the process for review of a vocational
dispute? VDRO will review the written dispute and issue an acceptance
letter, which will be sent to all parties. If the department does not
accept your dispute, the letter will explain the reason(s) for the re-
jection. A copy of this letter, along with the written dispute, will
be sent to all involved parties.

The director, at his or her sole discretion, will initiate a re-
view of an accepted dispute to determine further action. If necessary,
and at the discretion of the director, VDRO staff will contact the
parties to attempt to resolve the dispute.

If the dispute is not resolved, the director in his or her sole
discretion will take other action that he or she considers appropriate
to protect the rights of the parties. The director will promptly in-
form all parties, in writing, of what action is taken.
