
WAC 296-150C-0310  Who can approve design plans?  (1) Design 
plans can be approved by us or by a licensed professional or firm au-
thorized by us. (See WAC 296-150C-0420 and 296-150C-0430.)

(2) All electrical design plans for new or altered electrical in-
stallations for educational institutions, health care facilities, and 
other buildings required by chapter 296-46 WAC, Safety standards—In-
stalling electric wires and equipment—Administrative rules, must be 
reviewed and approved by us.

(3) A professional cannot approve plans submitted under a recip-
rocal agreement.
