
WAC 296-150I-0340  Do local enforcement agencies have special re-
quirements for installing manufactured homes in hazardous areas?  (1) 
Local enforcement agencies may have special installation requirements 
for manufactured homes installed in hazardous areas.

(2) A hazardous area is:
(a) An area recognized as a flood plain by the local jurisdic-

tion; or
(b) An area considered hazardous due to the probability of earth-

quake. In such areas, local jurisdictions may require an earthquake 
resistant bracing system designed for the earthquake zone in which the 
home is located by the home manufacturer or by a registered professio-
nal engineer or architect.
