The hazards associated with
standing in front of a split rim X X
or single-piece rim wheel:

(2) You must make sure any employee that is unable to read the
charts or rim manual is effectively trained on their contents.

(3) You must evaluate each employee's ability to perform these
tasks and to service rim wheels safely.

(4) You must provide additional training as necessary to make
sure that each employee maintains his or her proficiency.
