
WAC 388-97-2540  Resident bed and bedside equipment.  The nursing 
home must provide:

(1) A comfortable bed of size and height to maximize a resident's 
independent functioning. Beds may be arranged to satisfy the needs and 
desires of the individual resident provided the arrangement does not 
negatively impact the health or safety of other residents;

(2) Appropriate bedding; and
(3) A bedside cabinet that allows for storage of small personal 

articles and a separate drawer or enclosed compartment for storage of 
resident care utensils/equipment.
