
WAC 480-30-201  Self-insurance.  (1) A company conducting inter-
state passenger transportation services that has qualified as a self-
insurer under 49 U.S.C. § 13906 may be exempt from the bodily injury 
and property damage liability insurance filing provisions under these 
rules, provided the company files with the commission:

(a) A certified copy of the order issued by the Federal Motor 
Carrier Safety Administration showing that the company has qualified 
as a self-insurer;

(b) A certified statement that the company is operating under 
that self-insuring authority; and

(c) A certified statement that the self-insuring authority gran-
ted by the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration is in full 
force and effect.

(2) Upon the effective date of an order by the Federal Motor Car-
rier Safety Administration canceling a company's rights to act as a 
self-insurer, that company must file with the commission proper bodily 
injury and property damage liability insurance or surety bond as re-
quired by WAC 480-30-191.
