WAC 132B-310-050 Resolution of formal written complaints. In
determining whether the alleged conduct constitutes harassment, the
investigator will consider the record as a whole and all relevant cir-
cumstances. The investigator will make a complete investigation in a
timely manner. Upon concluding the investigation, the investigator
will submit a written summary of the investigative files and a recom-
mendation for appropriate resolution of the complaint to the presi-
dent.

Within five working days after reviewing the investigator's re-
port, the president will make a determination and will advise the ac-
cused and the complainant of the decision, which may include, but is
not limited to, the following:

(1) If there appears to be a sufficient foundation for the alle-
gation, the options may include a verbal and/or written reprimand, de-
motion, suspension or referral to the Grays Harbor College dismissal
review committee or the Washington state department of personnel in
cases of recommended dismissal. A summary of all action taken to re-
solve the complaint will be entered into the accused's personnel file
or the employment/volunteer application file.

(2) If there appears to be an inadequate foundation for the com-
plaint, no record of the allegation will be made in the personnel re-
cords or the employee/volunteer application files of either the ac-
cused or the complainant. Malicious or dishonest allegations may jus-
tify disciplinary action against the complainant.

Appeals by faculty members will be referred to the board of
trustees. Appeals by classified personnel will be heard by a hearing
officer of the personnel appeals board.

A summary of all harassment investigations will be retained in
the equity resource director's files.

It shall be the responsibility of the college president to pro-
vide written complaint investigation guidelines as administrative pro-
cedures for the college.
