WAC 132N-150-010 General—Use of college facilities. The col-
lege 1s committed to providing quality educational and cultural serv-
ices to the college district. On this basis, college facilities are
made available for use by organizations conducting educational, cul-
tural, civic, or community activities. College-related activities of
public educational, cultural, civic, or community service nature are
given first priority consideration for the use of college facilities.

College facilities may be rented by for-profit, private, or not-
for-profit entities, provided that the activity does not conflict with
college functions and that charges reflecting the full cost of the fa-
cility usage are paid.

College facilities may not be used in ways that interfere with
the college's teaching, research, public service, or support programs;
conflict with published rules or regulations; or interfere with the
flow of pedestrian or vehicular traffic.
