
WAC 132T-90-020  Definitions.  The following definitions shall 
apply in interpreting these regulations:

(1) "His" when used throughout these regulations shall accomplish 
reference to both the male and female sexes.

(2) "Education records" means those records, files, documents, 
and other materials which contain information directly related to a 
student and are maintained by the college. The definition of "educa-
tion records," however, does not include any materials used by any 
college instructor in the course of assessing a student's academic 
performance, including but not limited to academic grades conferred, 
essays, tests, written evaluations given during the course of directed 
studies, and the like, nor materials maintained by the college's coun-
seling center and the college's health services center, or by any oth-
er psychologist paraprofessional acting in his or her professional or 
paraprofessional capacity for the benefit of the college.

(3) "Student" is defined as a person who is currently enrolled or 
has ever been enrolled in a regularly scheduled class conducted at the 
college. Regularly scheduled classes shall include those classes oc-
curring during fall, winter, spring, and summer quarters and those 
classes in which residence credits are conferred at any other location 
at which the college confers residence credit.
