WAC 173-406-303 Permit application shield and binding effect of
permit application. Permit application shield.

(1) Once a designated representative submits a timely and com-
plete acid rain permit application, the owners and operators of the
affected source and the affected units covered by the permit applica-
tion shall be deemed in compliance with the requirement to have an
acid rain permit under WAC 173-406-106 (1) (b) and 173-406-301(1); pro-
vided that any delay in issuing an acid rain permit is not caused by
the failure of the designated representative to submit in a complete
and timely fashion supplemental information, as required by the per-
mitting authority, necessary to issue a permit.

(2) Prior to the date on which an acid rain permit is issued as a
final agency action subject to judicial review, an affected unit gov-
erned by and operated in accordance with the terms and requirements of
a timely and complete acid rain permit application shall be deemed to
be operating in compliance with the acid rain program.

(3) A complete acid rain permit application shall be binding on
the owners and operators and the designated representative of the af-
fected source and the affected units covered by the permit application
and shall be enforceable as an acid rain permit from the date of sub-
mission of the permit application until the issuance or denial of such
permit as a final agency action subject to judicial review.
