WAC 192-110-110 Establishing a new benefit year—RCW 50.04.030.
Once your current benefit year expires, you are not eligible for a new
benefit year unless you have returned to work and earned at least six
times the weekly benefit amount on your new claim.

Example: You separate from one job on December 29, 2008, and from
a second job on February 7, 2009. You file an application for benefits
effective February 8, 2009. When the benefit year ends, you must have
earned six times your new weekly Dbenefit amount since February 7,
2009, to be eligible for a new claim.
