
WAC 200-305-100  Effect of a debarment order on the contractor 
and affiliate.  The effects of a debarment order on the contractor and 
affiliate are:

(1) A debarred contractor (and, if applicable, affiliate) is in-
eligible to participate, directly or indirectly, in any covered trans-
action.

(2) Debarment constitutes debarment of all divisions or other or-
ganizational elements of the debarred person, unless the debarment de-
cision is limited by its terms to specific divisions, organizational 
elements, or commodities.

(3) A person's debarment shall be effective in every agency, un-
less the director states in writing the compelling reasons justifying 
continued business dealings between an agency and the debarred person.

(4) A fine in lieu of debarment shall not constitute a debarment 
order.
