WAC 220-370-090 Aquaculture—Recordkeeping. It is the responsi-
bility of a registered finfish aquatic farmer to maintain records of
laboratory inspection reports on the 1live product of that finfish
aquatic farmer issued for the previous twenty-four months. It is the
responsibility of a finfish aquatic farmer to maintain records of
shipments of all live products to other sites or facilities that oc-
curred during the previous twenty-four months, which shipment reports
must contain, at a minimum, the shipping date, species, amount, and
name and address of the receiver of the shipment. Laboratory inspec-
tion reports and shipping reports must be made available to authorized
department employees. Records of a proprietary nature, such as lists
and addresses of clients, are not public records and are not available
for public inspection.
