
WAC 230-11-340  Provide rules to electronic raffle participants. 
Electronic raffle licensees must post rules at stationary point of 
sales locations and on their website. In addition, rules must be made 
available from ticket sellers. Raffle rules must include at least the 
following:

(1) The cost of each ticket including discount levels; and
(2) Prize calculation including whether expenses are deducted 

from the prize calculation; and
(3) Time the ticket sales will begin and end; and
(4) Time of the drawing; and
(5) Disclosure stating the participant is not required to be 

present to win the prize; and
(6) Details of where the winning ticket number will be displayed 

on the licensee's website; and
(7) Information about how to claim the electronic raffle prize 

and any restrictions including the time limit to claim the prize; and
(8) Name of the electronic raffle licensee conducting the raffle; 

and
(9) The statement, "If you or someone you know has a gambling 

problem, call the Washington State Problem Gambling Helpline at 
1-800-547-6133 for confidential help 24 hours a day."; and

(10) Any additional information we request.
