(a) Use danger signs and tags when an immediate hazard presents a
threat of death or serious injury to employees.

(b) Instruct all employees that danger signs and tags indicate
immediate danger and that special precautions are necessary.

(2) Caution signs and tags.

(a) Use caution signs and tags to warn against potential hazards
or to caution against unsafe practices.

(b) Instruct all employees that caution signs and tags indicate a
possible hazard against which proper precaution should be taken.
