
WAC 357-52-250  How must a subpoena be served?  (1) Parties re-
questing subpoenas must make arrangements for and bear the expense of 
service. It is recommended that all subpoenas be served at least five 
calendar days before a hearing or deposition.

(2) Subpoenas must be personally served upon the designated indi-
vidual. The individual where entitled, may demand the fees for one 
day's attendance and the mileage allowed by law.

(3) A copy of the subpoena must also be provided to the opposing 
party or the party's representative and to the employer's human re-
source office.
