WAC 388-14A-2095 What if I don't agree with the case closure no-
tice? (1) Only the person who applied for support enforcement serv-
ices, also known as the recipient of services, may request a hearing
to challenge closure of a case.

(2) If the recipient of services requests a hearing, the other
party may participate in the hearing.

(3) The closure of a child support case does not stop the custo-
dial parent or noncustodial parent from filing an application for sup-
port enforcement services in the future, but the reason for closure
may affect whether the division of child support will open a new case.
