(1) Forty hours of DDA residential services curriculum, which in-
cludes:

and
DDA specialty training requirements; and
Thirty hours of additional topics related to:
Population-specific training;

(b) Capable caregiver training under chapter 388-112 WAC related
to mental health or dementia;

(c) CPR and first aid training and certification as described in
WAC 388-829-0040; or

(d) On-the-job training hours, including client-specific train-
ing, when the instructor is a trained peer coach as described in WAC
388-829-0060.
