WAC 446-16-025 Deletion of arrest records. (1) A person desir-
ing the destruction of his or her fingerprints and/or other identify-
ing data, pursuant to RCW 43.43.730, must make his or her request on a
form furnished by the division.

(2) The request must be completed, signed by the person whose re-
cord is sought to be deleted and his or her signature witnessed. It
must include the address of the applicant, the printed name and the
address of the witness to the applicant's signature and such other in-
formation requested on the application as identifies the applicant and
the offense for which the request of deletion is made.

(3) The request must include proof that the person making the re-
quest for deletion 1is the same person whose fingerprints or other
identifying data are sought to be deleted. Such proof must include
fingerprints of the applicant.

(4) The request must include the information necessary for the
division to determine whether the request 1s consistent with RCW
10.97.060 including all details pertaining to the decision not to
prosecute, dismissal, or acquittal of the offense for which the fin-
gerprints or other identifying data were taken.
