WAC 16-08-041 Settlement. Before or after a hearing, parties to
a proceeding may enter into discussions leading to a voluntary settle-
ment of the subject matter of the proceeding. These conferences shall
be informal and without prejudice to the rights of the parties, and no
statement, admission, or offer of settlement made at an informal con-
ference shall be admissible in evidence in any adjudicative proceed-
ing.
