WAC 110-30-0340 How does the ALJ make a decision regarding the
founded CPS finding? (1) The ALJ must decide if a preponderance of
the evidence in the hearing record supports a determination that the
alleged perpetrator committed an act of abuse or neglect of a child.

(2) If the ALJ determines that a preponderance of the evidence in
the hearing record supports the founded CPS finding, the ALJ must up-
hold the finding.

(3) If the ALJ determines that the founded CPS finding 1is not
supported by a preponderance of the evidence in the hearing record,
the ALJ must remand the matter to the department for a change of the
finding consistent with the ruling of the ALJ.
