
WAC 110-301-0147  Weather conditions and outdoor hazards.   (1) A 
school-age provider must observe weather conditions and other possible 
hazards to take appropriate action for child health and safety. Condi-
tions that pose a health or safety risk may include, but are not limi-
ted to:

(a) Heat in excess of 100 degrees Fahrenheit or pursuant to ad-
vice of the local authority;

(b) Cold less than 20 degrees Fahrenheit, or pursuant to advice 
of the local authority;

(c) Lightning storm, tornado, hurricane, or flooding if there is 
immediate or likely danger;

(d) Earthquake;
(e) Air quality emergency ordered by a local or state authority 

on air quality or public health;
(f) Lockdown notification ordered by a public safety authority; 

and
(g) Other similar incidents.
(2) A school-age provider must ensure children are dressed for 

weather conditions during outdoor play time.
