WAC 110-730-0015 Assessment. (1) Risk assessment and treatment
needs must be the basis of placement decisions involving Jjuveniles.

(2) JRA must ensure juveniles are assessed to determine appropri-
ate placement and treatment programming. Ongoing risk and needs as-
sessment must occur during a juvenile's commitment to JRA.

(3) Risk assessment must include:

(a) Risk to public safety;

(b) Risk for sexually aggressive behavior; and

(c) Risk for wvulnerability to sexual aggression.

(4) JRA must use a security classification system to assist in
placement decisions.

(5) Student records and information as described in RCW 72.05.425
are required for juvenile offender risk assessment, security classifi-
cation assignment, and JRA community placement decisions. Designated
school officials must ensure student records are provided to the iden-
tified Jjuvenile court or JRA representative as required in RCW
28A.600.475 and 13.40.480.
