
WAC 132S-100-280  Academic dishonesty.  Academic dishonesty mini-
mizes the learning process and threatens the learning environment for 
all students. As members of the CBC learning community, students are 
not to engage in any form of academic dishonesty. Academic dishonesty 
includes, but is not limited to, cheating, plagiarism, and fabrication 
or falsification of information, research, or other findings for the 
purpose of fulfilling any assignment or task as part of the student's 
program of instruction. Any student who commits or aids and abets the 
accomplishment of an act of academic dishonesty will be subject to 
disciplinary action.
