
WAC 132Y-136-060  Consequences for violation of provisions in 
this chapter.  (1) Noncollege groups who violate these rules will be 
advised of the specific nature of the violation, and if they persist 
in the violation, will be subject to an order from the college public 
safety department to leave the college campus. Such a request will be 
deemed to withdraw the license or privilege to enter onto or remain 
upon any portion of the college premises of the person or group of 
persons requested to leave, and subject such individuals to the provi-
sions of chapter 9A.52 RCW or municipal ordinance. Persons failing to 
comply with such an order to leave the college or reentering college 
property after one's license or privilege to be on college property 
has been revoked shall constitute trespass and such individual shall 
be subject to criminal trespass proceedings.

(2) Members of the college community (students, faculty, and 
staff) who do not comply with these regulations will be reported to 
the appropriate college office or department for action in accordance 
with established college policies.
