
WAC 200-110-170  Standards for operations—Appeals of fees.  (1) 
A self-insurance program which disagrees with a fee for services is-
sued to it by the state risk manager shall notify the state risk man-
ager in writing within thirty days after receipt of the invoice. The 
writing shall include the self-insurance program's reasons for chal-
lenging the fee and any other information the self-insurance program 
deems pertinent.

(2) The state risk manager shall review any fee appealed by a 
self-insurance program, together with the reasons for the appeal. 
Within fourteen days of receipt of notification from the self-insur-
ance program, the state risk manager shall respond in writing to the 
self-insurance program, either reaffirming the fee or modifying it, 
and stating the reasons for the decision.
