WAC 246-12-220 How credit hours for continuing education courses
are determined. A credit hour is defined as time actually spent in a
course or other activities as determined by the regulatory entity as
fulfilling continuing education requirements. A credit hour for time
actually spent in a course can not be less than fifty minutes.
