
WAC 296-307-36830  Identification, splicing and termination of 
flexible cords and cables.  (1) A conductor of a flexible cord or ca-
ble that is used as a grounded conductor or an equipment grounding 
conductor must be distinguishable from other conductors. Types SJ, 
SJO, SJT, SJTO, S, SO, ST, and STO must be durably marked on the sur-
face with the type designation, size, and number of conductors.

(2) Flexible cords must be used only in continuous lengths with-
out splice or tap. Vulcanized splices or equivalent means such as sys-
tems using shrinkable materials may be used to repair flexible cords. 
Hard service flexible cords No. 12 or larger may be repaired by splice 
if the splice retains the insulation, outer sheath properties, and us-
age characteristics of the cord being spliced.

(3) Flexible cords must be connected to devices and fittings so 
that strain relief is provided to prevent pull from being directly 
transmitted to joints or terminal screws.
