WAC 388-829B-300 Who may DDA enroll in the enhanced case manage-
ment program? The developmental disabilities administration (DDA) may
enroll a client in the enhanced case management program if the client
is largely dependent on a paid caregiver in the client's home and:

(1) The client's CARE assessment indicates the client:

(a) Is not always able to supervise their caregiver;

(b) Has communication barriers and few documented collateral con-
tacts; and

(c) Lacks additional, independent supports that regularly help
the client monitor the care being provided in their home; or

(2) The client lives with the paid caregiver and:

(a) The client has been the subject of an adult protective serv-
ices or child protective services referral in the past year; or

(b) DDA has concerns that the home environment or quality of care
may Jjeopardize the client's health or safety.
