WAC 388-835-0800 What if DSHS discovers that a prospective rate
calculation was affected by an error or omission? (1) DSHS may adjust
prospective rates resulting from cost report errors, computational er-
rors or omissions by either DSHS or the provider.

(2) In addition to adjusting the rate, DSHS must notify the pro-
vider in writing:

(a) Regarding the nature and substance of each adjustment;

(b) That the effective date of each adjustment is the same as the
effective date of the original rate; and

(c) Of any amount due to either DSHS or the provider as a result
of an adjustment.
