
WAC 388-835-0880  What happens when a receivership ends?  When a 
receivership ends, DSHS may revise the facility's medicaid reimburse-
ment as follows:

(1) The medicaid reimbursement rate for the former owner or li-
censee must be what it was before receivership unless the former owner 
or licensee requests prospective rate revisions according to the re-
quirements of this chapter.

(2) The medicaid reimbursement rate for licensed replacement op-
erators must be established according to the rules in this chapter 
governing prospective reimbursement rates for new providers.
