
WAC 392-137-135  Affecting condition—Ground for release.  A dis-
trict shall release a student if a financial, educational, safety, or 
health condition affecting the student would likely be reasonably im-
proved as a result of the transfer. The following shall be considered 
in applying this section:

(1) The term "condition affecting the student" means a financial, 
educational, safety, or health benefit which can not be met or ach-
ieved by attendance in the student's resident district.

(2) The term "would likely be reasonably improved" means it is 
probable, in the judgment of a reasonable person, that the nature and 
effect of the benefit to be received will be real and meaningful.
