WAC 446-20-300 Privacy—Security. (1) All employers or prospec-
tive employers receiving conviction records pursuant to RCW 43.43.815,
must comply with the provisions of WAC 446-20-210 through 446-20-250
relating to privacy and security of the records.

(2) Businesses or organizations, the state board of education,
and the department of social and health services receiving conviction
records or disciplinary board final decision information must comply
with the provisions of WAC 446-20-220 (1) and (3) relating to privacy
and security of the records.

(a) The Dbusiness or organization must use this record only in
making the initial employment or engagement decision. Further dissemi-
nation or use of the record is prohibited. A business or organization
violating this prohibition is subject to a civil action for damages.

(b) No employee of the state, employee of a business or organiza-
tion, or the organization is liable for defamation, invasion of priva-
cy, negligence, or any other claim in connection with any lawful dis-
semination of information under RCW 43.43.830 through 43.43.840 or
43.43.760.
