516-21 WAC apply to these proceedings;

(4) Parking violations. The procedural rules in chapter 516-12
WAC apply to these proceedings;

(5) Outstanding debts owed by students or employees;

(6) Loss of eligibility for participation in institution-spon-
sored athletic events, pursuant to chapter 516-400 WAC.
