(b) The American Medical Association's (AMA) Committee on Allied
Health Education and Accreditation (CAHEA); or

(c) The Commission on Accreditation of Allied Health Education
Program (CAAHEP).

(2) An official transcript indicating completion of at least a
two-year program must be provided as evidence of fulfillment of the
required education.
