WAC 480-30-391 Tariffs and time schedules, ticket agent agree-
ments must be filed and approved. (1) An auto transportation company
may enter into contracts or agreements with a second party for the
sale of tickets or fares on behalf of the company, provided the form
of such contracts or agreements has been previously approved by the
commission.

(2) The contract or agreement form submitted to the commission
for approval must contain, but is not limited to, the following:

(a) The name and certificate number of the auto transportation
company;

(b) Spaces in which to record identifying information about the
person entering into the contract or agreement with the company. This
information must include at least the person's:

(1) Name;

(11) Business address;

(iii) Business telephone number;

(iv) Business fax number;

(v) Business email address;

(c) Spaces in which will be recorded the date on which the con-
tract or agreement becomes valid and the date on which the contract or
agreement will expire;

(d) A clear description of the services that will be provided by
the second party on behalf of the company;

(e) A statement of the percentage of revenue or the set dollar
amount that the company will pay the second party for performing those
services; and

(f) A statement as to how and when payment will be made to the
company for tickets, less commission.
