WAC 480-62-325 Railroad police officers—Notice. (1) Every
railroad company that has employees who are commissioned as railroad
police officers pursuant to chapter 81.60 RCW must send written notice
to the commission within thirty days after the effective date of these
rules.

(2) When any person 1s commissioned as a railroad police officer,
an officer's commission i1s terminated, or a change occurs in the in-
formation previously reported under subsection (3) of this section,
the affected railroad company must send written notice to the commis-
sion within ten days after the change occurs.

(3) The notices specified in subsections (1) and (2) of this sec-
tion must contain the following information:

(a) The name of the railroad police officer;

(b) The badge number, identification number, code or other iden-
tifying information assigned to the railroad police officer;

(c) The date of commission;

(d) The state or states where the railroad police officer is com-
missioned; and

(e) The address and telephone number of the officer's primary
business office.
