The commissioner of public lands shall be the secretary of the11

state capitol committee, but the committee may appoint a suitable12

person as acting secretary thereof, and fix his or her compensation((:13

PROVIDED, That)). However, all records of the committee shall be filed14

in the office of the commissioner of public lands.15
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
