AN ACT Relating to apprenticeship wutilization requirenents on
school district public works projects; and anendi ng RCW 39. 04. 310 and
39. 04. 320.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW39.04.310 and 2005 ¢ 3 s 2 are each anended to read as
fol | ows:

The definitions in this section apply throughout this section and
RCW 39.04.300 and 39.04.320 unless the context clearly requires
ot herw se.

(1) "Apprentice" neans an apprentice enrolled in a state-approved
apprenticeship training program

(2) "Apprentice utilization requirenent” nmeans the requirenment that
the appropriate percentage of |abor hours be perfornmed by apprentices.

(3) "Labor hours" neans the total hours of workers receiving an
hourly wage who are directly enployed on the site of the public works
project. "Labor hours" includes hours perfornmed by workers enpl oyed by
the contractor and all subcontractors working on the project. "Labor
hours" does not include hours worked by forenen, superintendents,
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owners, and workers who are not subject to prevailing wage
requirenents.
(4) "School district" has the sanme neaning as in RCW 28A. 315. 025.
(5) "State-approved apprenticeship training prograni neans an
apprenticeship training program approved by the Wshington state
apprenticeship council.

Sec. 2. RCW39.04.320 and 2006 ¢ 321 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) (a) Except as provided in (b) and (c) of this subsection, from
January 1, 2005, and thereafter, for all public works estinmated to cost
one mllion dollars or nore, all specifications shall require that no
less than fifteen percent of the Ilabor hours be perfornmed by
apprenti ces.

(b)(i) This section does not apply to contracts advertised for bid
before July 1, 2007, for any public works by the departnent of
transportation.

(i1) For contracts advertised for bid on or after July 1, 2007, and
before July 1, 2008, for all public works by the departnent of
transportation estimated to cost five mllion dollars or nore, all
specifications shall require that no |l ess than ten percent of the |abor
hours be performed by apprentices.

(ti1) For contracts advertised for bid on or after July 1, 2008,
and before July 1, 2009, for all public works by the departnent of
transportation estimated to cost three mllion dollars or nore, al
specifications shall require that no less than twelve percent of the
| abor hours be performed by apprentices.

(iv) For contracts advertised for bid on or after July 1, 2009, for
all public works by the departnent of transportation estinmted to cost
two mllion dollars or nore, all specifications shall require that no
less than fifteen percent of the Iabor hours be perfornmed by
apprenti ces.

(c)(i) This section does not apply to contracts advertised for bid
before January 1, 2008, for any public works by a school district.

(ii) For contracts advertised for bid on or after January 1, 2008,
for all public works by a school district estimted to cost three
mllion dollars or nore, all specifications shall require that no | ess
than ten percent of the |abor hours be perforned by apprentices.
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(iii) For contracts advertised for bid on or after January 1, 2009,

for all public works by a school district estinated to cost two mllion

dollars or nore, all specifications shall require that no less than
t wel ve percent of the | abor hours be perforned by apprentices.
(iv) For contracts advertised for bid on or after January 1, 2010,

for all public works by a school district estinated to cost one mllion

dollars or nore, all specifications shall require that no less than
fifteen percent of the |abor hours be perfornmed by apprentices.

(2) Awarding agency directors or school districts may adjust the
requirements of this section for a specific project for the follow ng
reasons:

(a) The denonstrated lack of availability of apprentices in
speci fi c geographi c areas;

(b) A disproportionately high ratio of nmaterial costs to |abor
hours, which does not make feasible the required mninum |evels of
apprentice participation;

(c) Participating contractors have denonstrated a good faith effort
to conply with the requirenments of RCW 39.04.300 and 39.04. 310 and this
section; or

(d) OGher criteria the awardi ng agency director or school district

deens appropriate, which are subject to review by the office of the
gover nor.

(3) The secretary of the departnent of transportation shall adjust
the requirements of this section for a specific project for the
foll ow ng reasons:

(a) The denonstrated lack of availability of apprentices in
speci fi c geographic areas; or

(b) A disproportionately high ratio of nmaterial costs to |abor
hours, which does not make feasible the required mninum |evels of
apprentice participation.

(4) This section applies ((enky)) to public works contracts awarded
by the state and to public works contracts awarded by school districts.
However, this section does not apply to contracts awarded by state
four-year institutions of higher education or state agenci es headed by
a separately elected public official.

(5 (a) The departnent of general admnistration nust provide
informati on and technical assistance to affected agencies and col | ect
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the following data from affected agencies for each project covered by
this section:

(i) The nane of each apprentice and apprentice regi stration nunber;

(i1) The nanme of each project;

(ii1) The dollar value of each project;

(iv) The date of the contractor's notice to proceed;

(v) The nunmber of apprentices and |abor hours worked by them
categorized by trade or craft;

(vi) The nunber of journey |evel workers and | abor hours worked by
them categorized by trade or craft; and

(vii) The nunber, type, and rationale for the exceptions granted
under subsection (2) of this section.

(b) The departnent of Ilabor and industries shall assist the
departnment of general admnistration in providing information and
t echni cal assi stance.

(6) The secretary of transportation shall establish an
apprenticeship wutilization advisory commttee, which shall include
st atewi de geographic representation and consist of equal nunbers of
representatives of contractors and |abor. The conmttee nust include
at | east one nenber representing contractor businesses with [ ess than
thirty-five enpl oyees. The advisory commttee shall neet regularly
with the secretary of transportation to discuss inplenentation of this
section by the departnent of transportation, including devel opnent of
the process to be used to adjust the requirenments of this section for
a specific project. The committee shall provide a report to the
| egi sl ature by January 1, 2008, on the effects of the apprentice | abor
requi renment on transportation projects and on the availability of
apprentice | abor and prograns statew de.

(7) At the request of the senate |abor, commerce, research and
devel opnment conmittee, the house of representatives comrerce and | abor
commttee, or their successor conmttees, and the governor, the
departnent of general adm nistration and the departnent of |abor and
i ndustries shall conpile and summari ze the agency data and provide a

joint report to both committees. The report shall i ncl ude
recommendations on nodifications or inprovenents to the apprentice
utilization programand information on skill shortages in each trade or
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
