BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW18.118.020 and 1987 c¢ 514 s 5 are each anended to read
as follows:

The definitions contained in this section shall apply throughout
this chapter unless the context clearly requires otherw se.

(1) "Applicant group" includes any business professional group or
organi zation, any individual, or any other interested party which
proposes that any business professional group not presently regul ated
be regulated or which proposes legislation to substantially increase
the scope of practice or the level of regulation of the profession.

(2) "Business professions” neans those business occupations or
pr of essi ons which are not health professions under chapter 18.120 RCW
and includes, in addition to real estate brokers and sal espersons under
chapter 18.85 RCW the followng professions and occupations:
Account ancy under chapter 18.04 RCW architects under chapter 18.08
RCW auctioneering under chapter 18.11 RCW cosnetol ogists, barbers,
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and manicurists under chapter 18.16 RCW contractors under chapter
18.27 RCW debt adjusting under chapter 18.28 RCW engineers and
surveyors under chapter 18.43 RCW escrow agents under chapter 18.44
RCW | andscape architects under chapter 18.96 RCW water well
construction under chapter 18.104 RCW plunbers under chapter 18.106
RCW and art deal ers under chapter 18.110 RCW

(3) ((*Certifieate"—and)) "Certification” nmeans a voluntary process
by which a statutory regulatory entity grants recognition to an
individual who (a) has net certain prerequisite qualifications
specified by that regqulatory entity, and (b) my assune or use
"certified" in the title or designation to perform prescribed
pr of essi onal tasks.

(4) "G andfather clause" neans a provision in a regulatory statute
applicable to practitioners actively engaged in the regulated
profession prior to the effective date of the regulatory statute which
exenpts the practitioners fromneeting the prerequisite qualifications
set forth in the regulatory statute to perform prescribed occupati onal
t asks.

(5) "lInspection"” neans the periodic exam nation of practitioners by
a state agency in order to ascertain whether the practitioners
occupation is being carried out in a fashion consistent with the public
heal th, safety, and welfare.

(6) "Legislative commttees of reference” neans the standing
| egislative commttees designated by the respective rules commttees of
the senate and house of representatives to consider proposed
| egislation to regul ate busi ness professions not previously regul at ed.

(7) "License", "licensing", and "licensure" nean permssion to
engage in a business profession which would otherwi se be unlawful in
the state in the absence of the permssion. A license is granted to
those individuals who neet prerequisite qualifications to perform
prescribed professional tasks and for the use of a particular title.

£9y)) "Practitioner" neans an individual who (a) has achieved
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know edge and skill by practice, and (b) is actively engaged in a
speci fi ed busi ness profession.

((291)) (9) "Public nmenber” means an individual who is not, and
never was, a nmenber of the business profession being regulated or the
spouse of a nenber, or an individual who does not have and never has
had a material financial interest in either the rendering of the
busi ness professional service being regulated or an activity directly
related to the profession being regul at ed.

((+)) (10) "Registration" neans the formal notification which,
prior to rendering services, a practitioner shall submt to a state
agency setting forth the nane and address of the practitioner; the
| ocation, nature and operation of the business activity to be
practiced; and, if required by the regulatory entity, a description of
the service to be provided.

((+2)) (11) "Regulatory entity" neans any board, conm ssion,
agency, division, or other unit or subunit of state governnent which
regul ates one or nore professions, occupations, industries, businesses,
or other endeavors in this state.

((x3y)) (12) "State agency" includes every state office,
departnent, board, comm ssion, regulatory entity, and agency of the
state, and, where provided by |aw, prograns and activities involving
|l ess than the full responsibility of a state agency.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 18.118 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The legislature may request the departnent of licensing to
conduct a review under this chapter. Upon such a request, the
departnment of Ilicensing nust gather, as appropriate, the information
detailed in RCW 18.118. 030. In gathering this information, the

department of licensing nust seek input from public nenbers; a review
is not conplete if it consists only of input from nenbers of the
busi ness profession of which the |egislature seeks review If the
departnent of licensing determnes that regulation of the business
profession is not necessary, the public nenber input nust clearly
denonstrate that: (a) Unregul ated practice will not result in harm or
endanger the health, safety, or welfare of the public; (b) the public
does not need nor reasonably expects to benefit from an assurance of
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initial and continuing professional ability; and (c) the public can be
effectively protected by other neans in a nore cost-beneficial manner.

(2) The departnent of

licensing nust submt a report detailing its

findings under this section to the legislative conmttees of reference.
