Sec. 1. 2008 ¢ 329 s 516 (uncodified) is anended to read as
fol | ows:

FOR THE SUPERI NTENDENT OF PUBLI C | NSTRUCTION. (1) Appropriations
made in this act to the office of superintendent of public instruction
shall initially be allotted as required by this act. Subsequent
al l otnent nodifications shall not include transfers of nobneys between
sections of this act, except as expressly provided in subsection (2) of
this section.

(2) The appropriations to the office of the superintendent of
public instruction in this act shall be expended for the prograns and
anounts specified in this act. However, after May 1, ((2668)) 2009,
unl ess specifically prohibited by this act and after approval by the
director of financial nanagenent, the superintendent of public
instruction may transfer state general fund and_student achi evenent
fund appropriations for fiscal year ((20608)) 2009 anong the follow ng
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progranms to neet the apportionnent schedule for a specified fornmula in

anot her of t hese pr ogr ans: Cener al apportionnent; enpl oyee
conpensation adjustnents; pupil transportation; special education
prograns; institutional education progranms; transitional bilingual
prograns; student achi evenent; and | earni ng assi stance prograns.

(3) The director of financial managenent shall notify the

appropriate legislative fiscal conmttees in witing prior to approving
any allotnment nodifications or transfers under this section.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnent and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
i mredi atel y.
