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2y)) To purchase a Washington hunting license for the first tine,
a person born after January 1, 1972, nust present proof of successfully
passing a hunter education training course. Proof is either:

(a) A hunter education certificate of conpletion from a course
instructed by or being taught under _a contract with the departnent in
the safe handling of firearnms, safety, conservation, and_ ethica
hunti ng behavior; or

(b) A hunter education certificate from another state or country
whose course is departnent approved.

(2) Menbers of the United States mlitary who are residents of or
stationed in WAshington are exenpt fromthe firearns skills portion of
any hunter education_training course_instructed by or_ being_ taught
under a contract with the departnent and conpl eted over the internet.

(3)(a) Beginning Auqust 1, 2013, the_director is_ authorized to
charge _a reqgistration fee of not nore than twenty dollars_ for_ any
hunt er education_ training _ course. This fee nust be collected as
program incone as defined in 50 CF.R Sec. 80.120 (2011). Pr ogr am
incone may be added to the npbneys conmitted to the grant agreenent by
the federal agency and the grantee. The program i ncone nust be used
for the purposes and under the conditions of the grant agreenent.

(b) The conmi ssion shall adopt rules specifying the use of noneys
est abl i shed under this subsection.

(4) Upon the successful conpletion of a hunter education training
course_instructed by or being_ taught under a_contract wth_ the
departnment in the safe handling of firearns, safety, conservation, and
et hical hunting behavior, the trainee nust receive an approved hunter
education certificate.

(5)(a) The departnent is authorized to collect an application fee,
not to exceed ten dollars, for providing a duplicate hunter education
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certificate. This fee nust be collected as programincone, as defined
in 50 CF.R Sec. 80.120 (2011). Program.incone my be added to the
noneys conmmtted to the grant agreenent by the federal agency and the
grantee. The program incone nust be used for the purposes and under
the conditions of the grant agreenent.

(b) The comm ssion shall adopt rules specifying the use of nobneys
establi shed under this subsection.

(6) All hunters under the age of fourteen are required to hunt in
conpliance with section 2 of this act.

(7)(a) The ((éireeter)) departnent may authorize a once in a
lifetime, one |license year deferral of hunter education training for
i ndi vidual s who are acconpani ed ((by—a—nendeferred VWashingtontecensed
hurter—who—has—held—aVashington—hunttngH-cense—for—the—pror—three
years—and—+s—over—etghteenyears—eof—age)), while hunting, by a hunter
currently licensed to hunt in_WAshington, age eighteen_or older, and
whose_ Washington_license_is_not_ a_ one-year deferral |icense. The
conmm ssion shall adopt rules for the adm nistration of this subsection
to avoid potential fraud and abuse.

(b) The ((éi+reetor)) departnent is authorized to collect an
application fee, not to exceed twenty dollars, for obtaining the once
inalifetinme, one license year deferral of hunter education training
from the departnment. This fee nust be deposited into the fish and
wldlife enforcenent reward account and nust be used exclusively to
adm ni ster the deferral programcreated in this subsection.

((y)) (8) For the purposes of this ((subseetion)) section,
"acconpani ed" nmeans to go along with another person while staying
within a range of the other person that permts continual unaided
vi sual and audi tory comruni cati on.

((£3y)) (9) To encourage the participation of an adequate nunber of
instructors for the hunter education training ((pregran)) course, the
comm ssion shall devel op nonnonetary incentives available to
i ndi vi dual s who conmt to serving as an instructor. The incentives may
i ncl ude additional hunting opportunities for instructors.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 77.15 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) Al hunters under age fourteen nust be acconpanied, while
hunting, by a hunter who is currently licensed to hunt in Wshi ngton,
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is age eighteen or older, and whose Washi ngton hunting |icense is not
a one-year deferral I|icense allowed under RCW 77.32. 155. However, a
hunter under the age of fourteen is not required to be acconpanied if
he or she is the inmmediate fam |y nenber of a private property owner or
| essee and is hunting on property his or her famly owns or is |easing.

(2) For the purposes of this section, the term "acconpani ed" has
t he sane neaning as provided in RCW 77. 32. 155.

(3) Aviolation of this section is a natural resources infraction
subj ect to the provisions of chapter 7.84 RCW
